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JULY & AUGUST 2016 BUILDING & DEVELOPMENT REPORT
VILLAGE OF ST. MARTINS & FRSC RURAL AREAS

Over the month of July 2016 eight building permits were issued having a construction value of $815,100.
Within the FRSC rural areas there were nine ‘Development Permits’ issued having a construction value of
$138,000. The total construction value for July 2016 is $953,000. The total for July 2015 was $2,064,000.

The month of August 2016 there were nine building permits issued having a construction value of $1,008,000.
Along with the thirteen ‘Development Permits’ issued ($276,500 value), the total construction value for August
2016 was $1,284 500. August 2015 total construction value is $1,188,600.

A Development permit falls under the New Brunswick Building Regulation 2002-45, clause for ‘Exempted’
structures (detached garage, greenhouses, small camps and cottages)

By area the building and development permits over the two months are:
¢ Greenwich LSD - 3 permits — three new dwelling units
Kingston LSD — 10 permits — 4 dwellings, 4 garage/storage, 1 horse barn, and an addition to fire hall.
Musquash LSD- 2 permits- 2 garages.
Petersville LSD- 2 permits- seasonal camps.
Simonds LSD- 8 permits- 2 dwellings, 4 garage/storage buildings, 2 residential alterations.
Village of St. Martins — 1 permit — addition of wrap around covered verandah.
St. Martins LSD-4 permits- 2 alteration to existing dwelling, 1 garage and 1 seasonal cottage.
Westfield LSD- 9 permits- 3 storage buildings, 1 dwelling alteration, 5 seasonal camps.
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Over the two months there have been twenty-three building permit waivers issued for ‘electrical work only’
being upgrades or repairs to electrical systems.

PLANNING REPORT

Over the two months twelve subdivision files were opened. Ten of the plans have been finalized creating six
lots around existing homes, leaving six large vacant remnant properties, four new vacant lots and one parcel
being added to an existing occupied property. One previously opened file was also finalized.

There were three document/deed approvals granted.

Planning Review Adjustment Committee

There was no meeting required of the ‘PRAC’ committee during July or August.

There is now a vacancy on the PRAC committee as a member has resigned. The committee member has sold
his home and moved into the City of Saint John. Planning Review Adjustment Committee Bylaws require
individuals on the committee must reside in an area receiving local planning services from the Regional
Service Commission. This appointment would only be for the remaining seven months of the current four
year term. The original four year term expires April 2017. We are beginning the process of having interested
candidates submit their names. The Planning Review Adjustment Committee Bylaws state basic requirements
and considerations to aid in the selection of committee members. The interested parties should have
knowledge of planning and local government functions as well as experience on volunteer based committees.
In establishing Committee membership, a diversity of skills is sought. (e.g., property, legal or construction)
Another consideration is, as much as possible, representation is to be on a geographical basis. Presently
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there is no member on the committee from the Musquash or the Petersville Local Service District. We have
representatives from the LSDs’ of Kingston, Simonds, Fairfield, Westfield, Greenwich, and the Village of St.
Martins.

Whereas the Village of St. Martins and the Local Service Districts within this RSC receive planning services,
these board members may know of residents interested in being a members of the Planning Review
Adjustment Committee. If so, have the interested individuals submit a letter of interest stating their
experiences and strengths they would bring to the committee. The names of interested and qualified potential
members will be submitted to the Regional Board for appointment.

Attached is an excerpt from the Planning Review Adjustment Committee Bylaws pertaining to ‘Composition
and Appointment’ to the PRAC.

5. Composition and Appointments:

g

5.1 The Planning Review and Adjustment Commitiee shall consist of 8 members.

5.2 The Board of the Regional Service Commission shall appoint individuals to the
Planning Review and Adjustment Committee on the basis of the following criteria;

Committee members must reside in a community that is receiving local
planning services from the Regional Service Commission.

There shall be one member of the Planning Review and Adjustment
Comimitiee who resides in a municipality / rural community and &t least one
member who resides in a Local Service District. Note that for some regions
there will initially not be zny municipalities or rural communities that
participate in local planning services provided by the RSC and in these
instances, the representation on the Committee should only come from the
local services districts in the region.

One member of the Planning Review and Adjustment Committee shall be a
Board member of the Regional Service Commission.

fMembership on the Planning Review and Adjustment Comimittee should take
(o account, as much as possible, representation on a geographic basis.

Committee members should have some basic knowledge of the planning and
local government functions as well as experience on volunteer-based
committees. In addition the RSC, in establishing the Committee membership
should seek a diversity of skiils {e.g., legal, planning, design, etc.)

Members named to the Planning Review and Adjustment Committee must be
eligible to vote in Provincial elections [see 43(1} of Elections Act],

5.3 The names of the individuals on the Planning Review and Adjustment

Committee shall be posted on the RSC’s web site and the Chairperson and
Vice-Chairperson of this Committee shall also be identified.

5.4 The members appointed to the Planning Review and Adjustment Committee,

are to be considered as “at-large” members who are participating in decision-
making and advisory services for the whole area covered by the Planning
Review and Adjustment Committee. They are not to be seen as representing
the specific community from which they were appointed even though it is

expected that they will bring greater understanding and knowledge of their
region.
